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1. Introduction and Consent 

This policy explains how THE ‘FORD Community Centre uses cookies on our website 
and how you can manage your preferences. Under the UK Privacy and Electronic 
Communications Regulations (PECR) and UK GDPR, we must obtain your explicit 
consent before setting any non-essential cookies on your device. 

2. What are Cookies? 

Cookies are small text files placed on your device when you visit a website. They help 
the site remember your settings and provide us with information on how the site is being 
used. We use two categories of cookies: 

• Strictly Necessary (Essential): These are vital for the website to function (e.g., 
security, page navigation, or remembering your privacy choices). These are set 
automatically and cannot be switched off. 

• Non-Essential (Analytical/Marketing): These help us understand how many 
people visit us or allow social media feeds to display. These are disabled by 
default and only become active if you click "Accept."

• Managing Preferences: You have the right to change your mind. You can withdraw 
or change your consent at any time by clicking the 'Cookie Settings' link located 
in the website footer. 

• Impact of Rejecting: If you choose to "Reject All" or decline non-essential 
cookies, you can still use the site. However, some interactive features (like maps 
or embedded video feeds) may not function correctly. 

5. Managing Your Browser Settings 
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In addition to our on-site settings, most web browsers allow you to block or delete 
cookies entirely via the browser's settings menu. To learn more about managing cookies 
on your specific device, visit www.allaboutcookies.org. 

6. Your Privacy and Data Protection
